The combination of wind and high tides could result in minor
flooding around high tide Tuesday.

Snow levels rising to at least 6000
feet.
e Tuesday
o More rain. Strong winds along the coast and over
Northwest Interior with gusty winds elsewhere.
o Snow levels remain above pass levels.
o Rises on area rivers expected. Possible flooding on the
Skokomish river early Tuesday and again late Tuesday
night into Wednesday morning.
